1. ِAllies of Allah in two divisions: 1) righteous, those of the right hand and 2) forerunners, those brought near.
2. The first obey Allah in the wajib and the haraam.  The second add to that doing the mustahabb and avoiding the makroohi.
3. This latter brings the love and in’aam of Allah and the company of the Messengers, Prophets, Martyrs and all the righteous.

4. Similar to this is the division of the Prophets into 1) slave and messenger and 2) prophet king.

5. One difference between these two is that the prophet king is allowed to do whatever he wants with wealth and its distribution.

6. The slave messenger has no say and only does with wealth what is most pleasing to Allah.

7. Those who inherited the final book are the Ummah of Muhammad.

8. They are divided into: 1) those who wrong themselves, 2) those who strive moderately and 3) those who are forerunners to all that is good.

9. Some of the people of Tauhid will be punished in the fire, but will eventually enter Paradise.

10. Two sets of astray groups represented by 1) the Mu’tazila and the Khawaarij and 2) the Murjia and others went astray in this issue particularly.
