1. Deviations with regard to sins and punishment (two extremes and correct)
a. No major sins forgiven – Mu’tazilah and others

b. No Muslim punished in the fire – Murji’a and others

2. All sins forgiven after authentic repentence

3. Without repentence: Shirk is NEVER forgiven; all else is up to Allah’s decision

4. People are of vastly varying degrees in wilaya to Allah or lack thereof

5. The foundation of belief is belief in all of Allah’s Messenger

6. Allah does not punish unless a warning was delivered

7. All who enter hell-fire will confess to receiving a warning

8. No one will enter hell-fire but those who followed Shaitaan

9. Everyone is accountable for what has reached them.

10. Allah’s sustenance in this life is extended to all

11. The preferential degrees in the hereafter are much greater than those of this life

12. The prophets were also of varying degrees

13. A strong believer is more beloved than a weak believer (and in both there is good)

14. A mujtahid who succeeds in knowing Allah’s ruling is preferred to the one who missed – and both are rewarded.

15. A Muslim who fights and sacrifices BEFORE the victory is superior to the one who only joins after victory.

16. Those who struggle are superior to those who sit at home with no valid excuse.

17. Those of knowledge are superior to those of less knowledge.
