� Ibn Abbas: Musa was ordered to collect 70 of his people to beseech Allah. When they did so, they asked to be given that which was never given before them nor will be given after them.  Allah disliked this and put them in a state of death.


As-Suddiy: The 70 were selected to ask Allah’s forgiveness for the worshipping of the calf.  When they heard Allah’s words they said that they would not believe Musa until they SAW Allah. That is when they were struck down.


Mujahid & others: The 70 were scholars among Bani Israil who had failed to forbid those who committed shirk and/or failed to separate themselves from them when they went astray.


� By the du’a of Musa, the 70 were brought back to life.


� A reference to 1) those who worshipped the calf, or 2) those who said we will not believe until we see Allah (some among the assembled ulemaa).


� Your trial: 1) Allowing the leaders of Bani Israil to hear Allah’s voice, so they desired to see Allah, or 2) allowing the creation of the calf and giving it the mooing sound tempting the ignorant among Bani Israil to worship it.


� Know that Allah being the waliy of his slave means that the slave should ask of Allah the keeping away of all harm and the bringing of all benefit so that the signs of Allah’s beneficence, generosity and his Deityship are manifested. Allah being the waliy of His slave also makes appropriate for the slave to be engrossed in repentance, penitence and humility before Allah while beseeching Him for these things (i.e., repelling harm, etc.). Relating to asking for these things, the first reason – Allah being the waliy – is mentioned first and then the repenting and beseeching and the second reason which is turning to Allah in repentance and renewed submission is mentioned in the next verse where Allah says on the tongues of those repenting among Bani Israil: إِنَّا هُدْنَا إِلَيْكَ – Innaa hudnaa ilaik, which means we have repented to You, Oh Allah. This is the origin of the name “Yahud”.
