"Be truthful for truthfulness leads to righteousness and righteousness leads to Paradise. If a person tells the truth and nothing but the truth, he will be registered with Allaah as a truthful person. Beware of lying, for lying leads to sinfulness and sinfulness leads to Hell. If a person tells lies and nothing but lies, he will be registered with Allaah as a liar.” (Bukhaari & Muslim).

From Abdullah bin Kaab ibn Malik that Ubaidullah ibn Kaab ibn Malik – and he was the son who served as the guide for Kaab ibn Malik when he went blind – who said: I heard Kaab ibn Malik (ra) speaking about his staying behind from the Tabuk expedition.  Kaab said: I never deserted the Prophet (sas) in other expedition at all except for Tabuk except that I was not present at Badr but no one was chastised who was missing at that one. Rather, the Messenger (sas) and the Muslims went out hoping to intercept the caravan of Quraish but Allah brought them to an expected meeting with their enemy.
 I witnessed with Allah’s Messenger (sas) the night of ‘Aqaba when we pledged ourselves to Islam and I would not wish to exchange that for Badr even though Badr is more famous and often-mentioned among the people.  The fact is that when I deserted the Prophet (sas) in the Tabuk Expedition, there was no one stronger or more ready than myself.  By Allah I had never had two mounts before that but I obtained two for that expedition.  The Prophet (sas) set off on that expedition in extreme heat and faced a long journey and success and he faced a formidable enemy in large numbers. He made this clear to the Muslims so they could prepare themselves for it appropriately.  He informed them personally what he intended.  The Muslims with the Prophet were very many but there was no written record.
Kaab continued: So the few who were inclined to desert thought there secret would be kept as long as Allah did not send revelation about it. The Prophet (sas) began this expedition when the fruits and shade were attractive and I was inclined to them.  So the Prophet (sas) prepared  and the Muslims along with him.  I, too, set out in order to get prepared along with him but I returned and didn’t finish anything. I said to myself that I am capable of doing it whenever I want. That kept delaying me until the people got serious and the Prophet (sas) set out in the morning on the expedition along with the Muslims while I had not finished anything of my preparations. I set out again but returned and didn’t accomplish anything. I continued in this state until they picked up speed and marched far away. I felt a desire to rush and try to catch up with them – and if only I had done so – but that was not decreed for me. After the Prophet (sas) set out I was saddened every time I went out among people as I didn’t see anyone like me except deeply in hypocrisy or weak or disabled people who had been excused by the Prophet (sas). The Prophet (sas) never mentioned me until he reached Tabuk while sitting with his comapanions he said:
 ((ما فعل كعب بن مالك؟))
A man from Bani Salama said, “Oh Messenger of Allah, he was held captive by his fancy cape and his pride.”  Mu’adh ibn Jabal said to him, “What an evil thing you have said. Oh Messenger of Allah, we have known nothing but good from him.” The Prophet (sas) was quiet. While in that state, he spotted a man moving restlessly and he (sas) said:
 ((كُنْ أَبَا خَيْثَمَةَ))
And it was Abu Khaytham Al-Ansari.  He was the one who gave a bushel of dates in charity when the hypocrites attacked him verbally.  Kaab said: When it reached me that the Prophet (sas) had begun his return from Tabuk my grief was intensified. I began remembering lying saying, “How can I escape his anger tomorrow?” I sought the help of every intelligent one in my family.  When it was said to me that the Prophet is almost here, all falsehood left me until I knew that nothing could save me from him, so I determined to be completely truthful.  The Prophet (sas) arrived in the morning. When he came from a trip, he went first to the masjid and prayed two rakaat and then sat with the people.  When he did so, the deserters came to him and began offering their excuses and swearing by what they said. They were some eighty-odd men. The Prophet (sas) accepted from them the apparent of what they said, took a renewed pledge from them, asked for their forgiveness and left their secrets to Allah.  Then I came to him.  He smiled as one who is angry and said, “Come here.” I walked over and sat in front of him.  He said:
 ((ما خلّفك؟ ألم تكن قد ابْتَعْتَ ظَهْرَكَ؟!))
I said: Oh Messenger of Allah if by Allah I was sitting in front of anyone else on earth, I expect that I would escape their displeasure with some excuse – and I have been given the gift of argument.  However, by Allah, I have understood that if I give you some false excuse today such that you pardon me, Allah will shortly make you displeased with me.  But if I speak only the truth to me you may be angry with me but I hope for a final result from Allah.  By Allah, I had no excuse.  By Allah, I was never stronger and more prepared than the time when I deserted you.  He (sas) said:
 ((أما هذا فقد صدق، فَقُمْ حتى يقضي الله فيك))
So I left and several men from Bani Salama also stood and followed me.  They said: By Allah we have never known you to commit any sin before this.  Are you not able to excuse yourself before the Prophet as the deserters have done? The forgiveness of the Prophet (sas) is sufficient for this sin of yours. By Allah, they continued to hound me until I wanted to go back to the Prophet (sas) and change my story.  Then I said to them, “Did anyone else do as I did?” They answered that yes, two other men said as you said and were answered in the same way.  I said, “Who are they?”  They said, “Miraara ibn Rabee’a Al-‘Aamiree and Hilal ibn Umayya Al-Waaqifiy.  Thus they mentioned to me two righteous men who were present at Badr and were examples to others. Then I left. The Prophet (sas) forbid the Muslims from talking to the three of us deserters. So we stayed away from people.  They changed toward us until I no longer recognized the earth – it was not the earth I used to know. We stayed in this state for 50 days. My two companions gave up and only sat in their houses crying. I was the toughest of the three and I continued to go out and attend the prayers and move through the market, but no single person spoke to me. I would approach the Prophet and give him salaam while he was sitting with people after the prayer and say to myself, “Did his lips move with a reply or not?” Then I would pray nearby and steal some glances his way.  When I was in my prayer he would look at me but when I looked his way, he would look away. When this harsh treatment bys the Muslims had gone on for a long time, I went over the wall of Qatada.  He was my cousin and the dearest of people to me.  A greeted him and by Allah he did not return my greeting.  I said to him, “Oh Abu Qatadah, I ask you before Allah are you certain that I love Allah and His Messenger? He did not answer.  I repeated this three times until on the third time he answered, “Allah and His Messenger know best.”  My eyes overflowed with tears.  I went back over the wall and left. As I was walking through the market of Madinah, a Nabatean from Syria who had come to sell some foodstuffs was saying, “Who can direct me to Kaab ibn Malik?”  The people pointed me out to him.  He came to me and gave me a letter from the king of Ghassan.  I was literate and read in it:
To proceed: It has reached us that your companion has turned on you.  Allah has not trapped you in a place of humiliation nor desolation.  Come to us and we will take care of you.

When I read it I said, “This, too, is a trial.” I went to the oven and burned the letter. When 40 of the 50 days had passed a messenger from Allah’s messenger came to me and said, “Allah’s Messenger commands you to stay away from your wife.” I said, “Am I to divorce her or what am I to do?” He said, “No, just separate from her and do not approach her.  My two companions also received the same orders.  I said to my wife, “Go to your family and stay there until Allah brings a conclusion to this affair.  Hilal’s wife went to the Prophet (sas) and said, “Oh Messenger of Allah, Hilal is a man lost and has no servant do you disallow that I should serve him?  He (sas) said:
 ((لا، ولكن لا يقربنك))
She said, “By Allah, he has no movement toward anything and by Allah he has continued to weep since what happened until today.” Some of my family suggested that I should seek the same permission for my wife as Hilal did since he had been given the permission. I will not ask him that and I don’t know what he would say if I did since I am a young man. So I stayed in this condition for ten more days, completing 50 days since or boycott order. On the morning of the 50th day, I prayed fajr on the roof of one of our houses. While I was sitting in the condition that Allah mentioned about us, “my self squeezing in on me and the earth squeezing in on me by what I had earned”, I heard the voice of a crier who announces items for sale saying in his loudest voice, “Kaab ibn Malik, good tidings!” I fell down in prostration knowing that relief had come.  The Prophet (sas) announced to the people Allah’s forgiveness of us after the fajr prayer. So the people went to give us the good news. Some went to my two companions and one came to me on horseback and another came from the direction of the mountain, but the voice arrived quicker than the horse.  When the man whose voice I had heard came to me I removed my two robes and dressed him in it for the joy he had brought me.  By Allah, I owned no other robes at that time so I borrowed two and headed for Allah’s Messenger (sas). Wave after wave of people were meeting me and congratulating me on my repentance and Allah’s forgiveness of me. When I reached the masjid, the Prophet (sas) was sitting surrounded by people. Talha ibn Ubaidullah stood and ran to me until he shook my hand and congratulated me. By Allah, no one else from the Muhajireen stood.  Kaab never forgot this act by Talha.  When I greeted the Prophet (sas), his face was beaming with joy.  He said:
 ((أبشر بخير يوم مرَّ عليك منذ ولدتك أمك))
I said, “From you, Messenger of Allah or from Allah?”  He answered:
 ((لا، بل من عند الله))
Whenever the Prophet was happy, his face used to shine as if it was a piece of the moon and we used to recognize that.  So when I sat before him and said, “Oh Messenger of Allah as part of my repentance, I wish to give all of my wealth in sadaqa to Allah and His Messenger.  He said:
 ((أمسك بعض مالك فهو خير لك))
I said, “Then I will keep my portion at Khaybar.” Then I said, “Oh Messenger of Allah, Allah only saved me by truthfulness, so part of my repentance is that I never speak anything but truth for as long as I live. By Allah, I don’t know anyone among the Muslims who was well-tried by Allah in truthfulness of speech more than I was since I said those words to Allah’s Messenger.  By Allah, I have never even thought about speaking any untruth since saying those words until this day and I hope that Allah will protect me from that in what remains.  Then, Allah sent down these verses:
