Oh you who were nothing (‘adam) when Allah set the destinies of all things 50,000 years before creating the heavens and the earth, who helped you to be among the believers?  It was none other than the infinite mercy of Allah toward His slaves.

Allah gave us hearing and sight and our faculties so that we may use them in obedience to Him, not to worship Shaitaan and our own desires.  But some of us have dedicated their hearing, their sight, their hands, their strength and all of their faculties to the worship of their own desires and their selves, not to the worship of Allah. So, they don’t read the Qur’an, but you finding him reciting “the Qur’an of Shaitaan” – music and song. Instead of looking at the written version of Allah’s words, his eyes gaze on the haraam. Instead of hearing the verses of Allah, he hears the “pipes of Shaitaan” – music.  We hear and we see.  Let us ponder for what purpose we subjugate these wonderful faculties with which Allah blessed us.

Everyone lives, comes and goes and exerts themselves for something in this life. They are two groups: those who sell themselves and destroy them by choosing being astray over guidance and those who also exert and strive but free themselves from worship of themselves, their desires and others to the worship of Allah.  They choose guidance over being astray. They see that Allah sent the Messengers for our guidance, that they brought His Shari’a for our welfare and that people will end of in levels in Paradise or drops in Hell-fire. So, he is thoughtful and mindful in all of his comings and goings and all of his strivings and chooses only guidance, obedience and belief.
Next, Allah sets out and contrasts the conditions of the two groups

Those who in this life completely fulfilled that which they made obligatory upon themselves and of course more clearly that which Allah had made obligatory upon them.  They were true to their word. They were conscious of the trials and terrors of Qiyama and acted accordingly. And with regard to their fellow man, they gave to those who need purely for Allah’s sake
