Islam is the solution, but where is it? Where are we?
Allah stated that we are the best group brought forth for mankind

كُنْتُمْ خَيْرَ أُمَّةٍ أُخْرِجَتْ لِلنَّاسِ تَأْمُرُونَ بِالْمَعْرُوفِ وَتَنْهَوْنَ عَنِ الْمُنْكَرِ وَتُؤْمِنُونَ بِاللَّهِ وَلَوْ آَمَنَ أَهْلُ الْكِتَابِ لَكَانَ خَيْرًا لَهُمْ مِنْهُمُ الْمُؤْمِنُونَ وَأَكْثَرُهُمُ الْفَاسِقُونَ (110)  أل عمران
We are the best group for all mankind because of the attribute of enjoining right and forbidding wrong. If we fulfill or duties to Allah, not only will this be true, it will be known even to other than ourselves. This has been the case in the past when we upheld justice and equity in society.

The founding of a society based on equity and justice was the mission of ALL messengers of Allah:

لَقَدْ أَرْسَلْنَا رُسُلَنَا بِالْبَيِّنَاتِ وَأَنْزَلْنَا مَعَهُمُ الْكِتَابَ وَالْمِيزَانَ لِيَقُومَ النَّاسُ بِالْقِسْطِ وَأَنْزَلْنَا الْحَدِيدَ فِيهِ بَأْسٌ شَدِيدٌ وَمَنَافِعُ لِلنَّاسِ وَلِيَعْلَمَ اللَّهُ مَنْ يَنْصُرُهُ وَرُسُلَهُ بِالْغَيْبِ إِنَّ اللَّهَ قَوِيٌّ عَزِيزٌ (25)  الحديد

But, what is our condition today? What goes through the minds of non-Muslims and even many Muslims when they hear things like “Islam is the solution” or that the Shari’a will be applied?
We have become a caricature of ourselves often resembling the worst of what our enemies say about us. Allah said about is:

يَا أَيُّهَا الَّذِينَ آَمَنُوا أَنْفِقُوا مِمَّا رَزَقْنَاكُمْ مِنْ قَبْلِ أَنْ يَأْتِيَ يَوْمٌ لَا بَيْعٌ فِيهِ وَلَا خُلَّةٌ وَلَا شَفَاعَةٌ وَالْكَافِرُونَ هُمُ الظَّالِمُونَ (254)
Oppression is an attribute which goes with kufr. And yet today, others can point at our lands and say “Islam is oppression” and have many believe them.
When we talk about returning to Islam, applying Islam etc. we start in all the wrong places. Our duty is to reform society in all its aspects. Over the centuries, this has become limited to only those areas which don’t threaten the mutrafeen the people of wealth, power and corruption. So we only focus on the individual, the personal and the moral aspects of Islam. They are the source of corruption and its root and will lead to our destruction if not checked.
وَإِذَا أَرَدْنَا أَنْ نُهْلِكَ قَرْيَةً أَمَرْنَا مُتْرَفِيهَا فَفَسَقُوا فِيهَا فَحَقَّ عَلَيْهَا الْقَوْلُ فَدَمَّرْنَاهَا تَدْمِيرًا (16) الاسراء

Part of our duty to enjoin right and forbid wrong is to stop the powerful and oppressors from wrongdoing:

"إن أول ما دخل النقص على بني إسرائيل كان الرجل يلقى الرجل فيقول يا هذا اتق الله ودع ما تصنع فإنه لا يحل لك ثم يلقاه من الغد فلا يمنعه ذلك أن يكون أكيله وشريبه وقعيده فلما فعلوا ذلك ضرب الله قلوب بعضهم ببعض ثم قال لعن الذين كفروا من بني إسرائيل على لسان داود وعيسى بن مريم ذلك بما عصوا وكانوا يعتدون كانوا لا يتناهون عن منكر فعلوه لبئس ما كانوا يفعلون ثم قال كلا والله لتأمرن بالمعروف ولتنهون عن المنكر ولتأخذن على يد الظالم ولتأطرنه على الحق أطرا ولتقصرنه على الحق قصر" البيهقي
Today, we see a great change in one of our lands where masses of people have toppled a great enemy of Islam and of justice. On the one hand, this is great for the land and its people. On the other hand, where were we? This great change happened on the hands of a secular movement guided mostly by the writings of an 83 year-old American named Gene Sharp. On the one hand, the recommendations of this secular individual were mostly tactics, so no harm insha Allah. We can gain tactics from any source, but our direction and program is only from Islam. Insha Allah, this may be an opportunity for Islamic da’wah and change, but we are at this point in the back seat.

Islam gave us much guidance for the reformation of society and prevention of corruption and oppression, but we rarely even discuss this guidance let alone present it as our agenda for change. Along with the da’wah to tauhid and to individual morality, we need to be at the table with our program for society and ready to follow through and make it happen. The first step for all of that is knowledge of the rulings of our creator in these matters.

Some major pillars of Islam with regard to society:

Taxation and Revenue:

Zakat:

Zakat is collected at one fixed time during the year from those who owe it and distributed to those who deserve it.

التيهقي:

A critical re-distribution of wealth. Allah ordained it because the “Sunnah” of human society is the concentration of wealth in a few hands which is detrimental to all (insufficient demand).
All other taxes are prohibited except in the most extreme circumstances. This includes especially so-called sales taxes and custom duties, both of which fall under the definition of Al-Maks something forbidden in the most emphatic terms by Allah’s Messenger (sas).

Khums:

Everything extracted from the earth other than agricultural crops has 20% due to the Ummah at large. This includes petroleum, rare earth minerals and anything else found in the earth  which has value.

What about non-Muslims
The Shari’a established that non-Muslims living amongst us may be required to pay a fair share of their wealth for the general welfare. The only reasonable choice today would be for their burden to be identical to that of the Muslims. So a non-Muslim who owned a mine would owe 20% to the treasury the same as a Muslims and the 2.5% wealth tax (and similar on crops and livestock) would apply to all equally. Muslims would pay and hope for a reward for their act of obedience while the non-Muslims would pay but could hope for no such thing.
